Addition:

W Do not touch the SFP-T transceiver during operation or just after operation has stopped.
® During operation, the temperature of the SFP-T transceiver can rise to 65°C, as when a link is being

established. Do not touch the SFP-T transceiver while it is operating and just after it has stopped. Doing so
could result in burns.
